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Come join us for a wonderful adventure on our journey to the famous    

Mackinaw Bridge in Northern Michigan this summer.   Weõre planning an 8 

day trip, but donõt be intimidated!  With the exception of the first and last 

days (between 400 -500 miles) the rest are below 400 miles and 3 of the 

eight days, we donõt travel at all.  For those days, weõre researching          

attractions in the area and just leaving it up the riders where they want to go 

and what they want to do.  Some of the areas that we will be visiting are the 

Wisconsin Dells in Wisconsin, Mackinaw Island and Traverse City in     

Michigan, and Milwaukee, Wisconsin and Dubuque, Iowa on the return ride.          

Included in the trip is a really cool ferry ride across Lake Michigan.  

 

The main attraction, the Mackinaw Bridge, is a suspension bridge spanning 

the Straits of Mackinac to connect the Upper and Lower peninsulas of   

Michigan.  Opened in 1957, the bridge (familiarly known as òBig Mackó) is 

the third longest suspension bridge in the world and should be just awesome 

to cross on a motorcycle.  

 

Those who have already signed up to participate met in February to confirm 

the dates, take on some planning responsibility and to just get hyped up 

about the ride.   For those interested in participating, we will be having     

another planning meeting on April 7

; 11:00am at the Cabin at 9226
